Attention when drinking water
The water that the public service company (COPASA) pro-

vides in Belo Horizonte is treated and submitted to rigid quality 
control. 

Make sure that the establishment ensures the water provid-
ed for your consumption is drinkable.  

If you choose to consume mineral water, note:   
•  If it is stored in a suitable manner, away from sources of contami-

nation and protected from direct sunlight;

•  If the packaging is dirty, crushed, violated, damaged, leaking or 
shows signs of alteration;

•  If the seal is broken or missing;

•  If the label carries information on source, date of manufacture/
packaging, expiry date, batch number, water classifi cation, 
chemical composition, physical-chemical characteristics, etc.
